STANDING ORDERS

ASSESS CAB

OXYGEN Oxygen delivery as appropriate

EVALUATE WARMING Evaluate all exposed at-risk body parts. Move patient to warm environment and wrap
MEASURES affected extremity with thick, un-warmed blankets or clothing.

Do not rub affected extremity. Avoid chemical heat packs, radiant heat, or
forced-air heating.
