may result in
fractures and
dislocations.

Restlessness, irritability in mild cases:
unconsciousness, convulsions.

Visual disorders.

Spinal cord damage with or without
fractured vertebrae.

Sudden rise in blood pressure.

Insufficient heart circulation.

Irregular heart rhythms: ventricular fibrillation:
cardiac arrest, major changes in heart
muscles. Anoxia and ventricular fibrillation
are principal causes of immediate death.
